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     Pacific County the southwestern 

most county in Washington State con-

tains a variety of habitat types that 

cover many square miles, from sea 

level to the rolling hills of north 

Pacific County.   

     Terrestrial habitats include ur-

ban and suburban woodlots, lakes, ag-

ricultural lands, forested areas, and 

timberland.  The diversity of habitat 

accounts for an equally - diverse range 

of bird species and the moderate mari-

time climate offers birding for all 

seasons.  

     Human encroachment has played a 

major role in the changes in a number 

of species over the past century.   

     Population increases and land 

clearing for development has resulted 

in the loss of habitat for numerous 

species, clear - cutting has affected 

many forest species in many areas.  

     Still, many species call this 

area home the year round, and the num-

ber of birds wintering in the area is 

often phenomenal.  The area of the 

county that abuts the Willapa Bay and 

Pacific Ocean are of premier important 

Bird Areas in the state and highlights 

the Southwest Look of the Great Wash-

ington State Birding Trail.  

     Discovery Coast Audubon Society 

has been an active part of the commu-

nity since it officially began in June 

of 2007.  The chapter has a wonderful 

list of land holdings for conserving 

habitat; an interactive website, 

monthly informative programs and per-

sonalized field trips for those from 

other countries and from the United 

State birders, throughout the area in 

the fall, winter and spring.
